T, - Do you think that your training at Harvard as well as your experience
as teacher and administrator woul d be \xseful in your work?

Po - Hopefully, The courses at Harvard particularly have hel ped nme to
define the role of an educational adm nistrator and planner. Such a trained
person woul d know how to conmuni cate neaningfully with experts in different
areas of human endeavor. |In other words the role of an educationa

adm nistrator is that of a perceptive generalist.

On the basis of this re-definition, one could make better decisions since
one woul d make use of systens approach in relationto educational nmanagenent.
As you know fromny, letters, | have rounded off the training in the U.S.

with a short course in social developnment in Antigonish. | amnow nore
convinced that the key to the re-orientation in values or change in attitudes
is in education* Education for service in the spirit of Vatican II.

T. - Can you be nore specific at this stage?

P. - Hardly. However | can see the outline of the road ahead: continue
projected programmes but at the sanme tinme work for attitudinal change in
the areas of the famly, the institute adm nistrators and the hierarchy.

A conplete Statistical Directory of the National Catholic Educational
engagenent in Congo during the schol astic year 1967-1968 has been published
under the auspices of the Catholic Educational Ofice at Kinshasa.

The del ay of publication has been justified in the foreword by Fr. Hcwa,
Presi dent of the above nentioned Ofice* In it he explains that the scope
of the Directory has beconme nmuch | arger, conprising a detailed analysis

of ni Anerous aspects such as the personnel in the secondary schools and

t eachers' Associ ati ons.

Techni cal assistance was offered by the Information Gsnter of Kinshasa
Uni versity.

A synthesis of the various educational sectors during the scholastic year
1967-1968 fixes the total of pupils in primary schools on 2,338,895 O
t hese 280,371 v;ere in official schools, 1,532,499 in catholic schools,
340,630 in protestant schools, 1i0j6l2 in schools of the Kibanguists,,
whil st 74,783 pupils were in schools which are not as yet officially

recogni zed.
For the secondai-y education the statistics show the follow ng picture:
atotal of 162,237 students, divided over official colleges: 52,362; -

catholic coll eges: 68,109; protestant colleges: 17,254; Kkibanguist coll eges:
10,130. Colleges' yet officially recogni zed had a total of 14, 382..

In the same year' 3,i746 students fol |l owed University education; 1,185 at
the Official University; 2,085 at the Catholic University and 219 at the

Protestant University.
