Discussion of proposed Radio Vaticaq/Sedos venture

Following the proposal made at the last meeting, Sr. Oosschot and Fr. Moody had had a
meeting with Frs. MacCarthy and Xavier of Vatican Radio to discuss the practical details
of the regular cditing by the task force of a common newssheet for distribution among the
congregations and for Radie Vatican, Fr. MacCarthy had come along to the meeting to
present the Vatican Radio side of the proposed collaboration.

a) The Task_Force would send in a newssheet_to Vatican Radiot Father said that reports
in bulletine were too long and that 2lready summarizced matcrial was prelcrable. e

suggested bringing people from the generalates or other SEDOS groups to Radio Vatican
studios for interviews.

The Radio Vatican audience consists mainly of clergy and missionaries who sometimes
write in feedback. They arc interested in news about world mission, in news of Rome,
of the Vatican and of the gencralates (thcir projects in Rome c¢g. Multimedia Interna-
tional and in other countrics and peopl: passing through). He approved of the material
proposed by the chairman - the Sezdos Decembar Hea:th Workshop on *Change in Health
Caret - the January PMU scminar on the 'sensibilisation' of sisters - and the March
UISG Commission seminar on education,

During the programme of 13 mins. Father preferred to give a variety of items of 2 mins.
each approx, with differcent recaders andvhen possible an interview, Material should be
brief, c¢risp, clear and wcomplicated,

b) Weuld Radio Vatican guarantee to_broadcast material sent_in by_the Task Force? This

Las gesiones del Congreso se reunicren on ¢l bello ¢ histdrlico saldn del Conseju Dellilberante

de Buenos Aires, instituci®n que corrcsponderla a los ayntamientos cspanoles y a los "Communi"
Je Ttaliae Bl 54ldn de sesiones del Concujoe presente nuchas ventajas para reuniones con inter—
cambio de ideas, ya gue los sillcnes cstdn dispucstos oin un hemiciclo de diversoes pisos. Ade-
mds un bucn servicio de amplificacién del sonido con traduccién similtdnea a las tres principa=
les lenguas del Congreso (espanol, inglés, Francés), han facilitado ciertamente ¢l trabajo
